Applecroft JMI, Lakeside special school and Stanborough secondary school have joined forces to form the Handside Schools' Partnership. This partnership is built on the existing work that goes on between the three schools, taking it to a new level to benefit the students and the staff and where possible to benefit the local community.

Applecroft has a Children's Centre and a Nursery and caters for children from birth to 11. Stanborough is a Specialist College for Mathematics and Computing and provides education into the sixth form. Lakeside provides for children aged 2-19 with severe and complex learning difficulties and associated physical and sensory disabilities. Both Applecroft and Stanborough are Academies. 
The partnership is led by a joint Governing Body committee who set the strategic direction for our work. The three heads will also meet at least termly.
The partnership has a facilitator who ensures the smooth operation of joint projects and co-ordinates meetings.
A joint school council will meet on a regular - at least termly - basis to guide the work of the partnership form a pupil point of view.
Each school will set aside a budget for partnership working and to fund the facilitator. 
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
